ADVANCED CAMP: is a 31-day training event that is designed to assess a Cadet’s ability to demonstrate proficiency in basic officer leadership tasks.
Cadets are evaluated on their ability to lead at the Squad and Platoon levels, both in gatrison and tactical environments. Cadets are mentally and physically
tested during a 12-day consequence driven field training exercise that replicates a combat training center rotation. Successful completion of the Advanced
Camp is a prerequisite for commissioning.
