The purpose of this course proposal is to remove the pre-requisites for Geog 182. The Geography Department supported the addition
of this class to the BA in Environmental Studies program. The course has also recently been added as a required course for the
Metropolitan Area Planning concentration. These programmatic changes remove the reasons for the initial Geog 102 pre-requisite.
Additionally, this pre-requisite was not to be enforced at registration. So this removal brings the official pre-requisite in line with
practice.

As part of this process, this proposal also includes updated syllabus, learning outcome, and assessment information to bring it into
compliance with current course proposal requirements.
