Open Forum:

= |CAS Proposal: Academic Senator Van Gaasbeck shared that a group of SSIS faculty are
putting forward a letter of support for the ICAS proposal. It may be presented at Senate.

= Given the issues of student food and housing insecurities, it was suggested that a
presentation be scheduled to the Senate from the CARES office so that faculty can be made
more aware of what resources are available to students.

= Guy West Bridge Intersection Safety: It was shared that the Guy West bridge intersection
needs to be made safer for bikers, those walking, using the trail, and other users. It was
suggested that Engineering students be asked to do a redesign. The Dean of Engineering
said indicated that he had heard the request and would reach out to the appropriate people.

The President expressed concern regarding Section XIIl.L and asked that suitable language be
provided to ensure that the search committee composition for non-specific administrative
appointments resembles a similar position as closely as possible but without the Faculty Senate and
Executive Committee overstepping tier roles in the process. The President would like to work with
the FPC Chair and committee before the policy is forwarded to the Senate. The policy was referred
back to FPC with the request that the FPC Chair consult with the President on the policy language.
