If no 

editing is required, then the book represents one job.  

**During the 2021 – 2022 academic year, there were two blind students who required a significant 

amount of course materials due to the nature of their majors in which case, the ATL had to create 

accessible formats of all of the course materials uploaded to the LMS.  
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
